Ampliar con información ExternaMax Born (German: [bɔɐ̯n]; 11 December 1882 – 5 January 1970) was a 
German physicist and mathematician who was instrumental in the 
development of quantum mechanics. He also made contributions to solid-
state physics and optics and supervised the work of a number of notable 
physicists in the 1920s and 30s. Born won the 1954 Nobel Prize in 
Physics for his "fundamental research in Quantum Mechanics, especially 
in the statistical interpretation of the wave function".

Albert Einstein (/ˈælbərt ˈaɪnʃtaɪn/; German: [ˈalbɐrt ˈaɪnʃtaɪn] ( listen); 14 March 
1879 – 18 April 1955) was a German-born theoretical physicist. Einstein's work is 
also known for its influence on the philosophy of science.[4][5] He developed the 
general theory of relativity, one of the two pillars of modern physics (alongside 
quantum mechanics).[3][6] Einstein is best known in popular culture for his mass–
energy equivalence formula E = mc2 (which has been dubbed "the world's most 
famous equation").[7] He received the 1921 Nobel Prize in Physics
for his "services to theoretical physics", in particular his discovery
of the law of the photoelectric effect, a pivotal step in the evolution
of quantum theory.

Eleven of her 
singles (including two platinum) and 14 of her albums (including two 
platinum and four double platinum) have been certified gold by the RIAA. 
Her music has been successful in multiple genres including pop, country, 
and adult contemporary, and has sold an estimated 100 million records, 
making her one of the world's best-selling artists of all time.[2] She co-
starred with John Travolta in the film adaptation of the Broadway musical 
Grease, which featured one of the most successful soundtracks in 
Hollywood history.
